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Comprehensive Oral evaluation

What is included?

- Medical and dental history

-Findings: Intraoral and extraoral

- Images: Radiographic, Photos, Scans,etc.

Diagnostic Casts w/ occlusal records

Input from specialist and/or physician

Input from patient — What are there concerns and goals?
What type of patient do we have?

How long is this appointment?
Is more than one appointments required ?

When is diagnosis made and when are treatment recommendations developed
and given?
